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Abbreviations for Mr Dimple the Vicar

k -  knit / tog – stitches together /  st(s) – stitch(es) / inc – increase by knitting into the same stitch twice / B&T  break off yarn and thread through sts left on needle, put up together and fasten off.
For the feet, legs, body and head

Using brown cast on 28sts 

Knit 4 rows

Break off brown and join on black 

Knit 46 rows

To shape the shoulders

K6sts (k2 tog) twice K8sts (k2 tog) twice k6sts – 24sts

Knit 1 row

Break off black and add white for collar

Knit 4 rows

Break off white and join brown for head

To shape the head

k8sts inc in next 8sts k8sts – 32sts

Knit 23 rows

Next row (knit 2 tog) to end – 20sts

B&T tightly
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Arms x 2

Beginning at the hand and with brown cast on 7sts

First row inc into every stitch – 14sts

Knit 6 rows

Break off brown and join black for sleeves

Knit 15 rows

Cast off loosely

Tail

Using brown cast on 30sts and knit 1 row 

Cast off loosely

Ears

With brown cast on 7sts inc into each stitch – 14sts

Knit 12 rows break off brown and join pink and knit 4 rows 

Cast off loosely

Nose

With brown cast on 8sts and knit 6 rows

B&T tightly
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Making up Mr Dimple the Vicar

Join row ends of the legs body and head forming a centre seam. Turn knitting right side out after sewing then lightly stuff.  Using brown at the feet once you have closed the bottom seam, sew up the middle to where the black wool starts to make the shape of two feet. 

To make up arms – using correct colours sew up arms leaving a gap at the top to allow for stuffing to be added. Turn knitting right side out after sewing. Once you have added the stuffing sew across opening to close.  Join arms in place on body (as in Mr Dimples picture).

Using yellow wool embroider a cross and chain around the neck and just down onto the front of the body. With white wool embroider a front seam down the front of the tunic.

Sew the ears in half and with the pink side to the front sew them to the head, shaping as you go. (no need to add stuffing)

Stitch round the nose and pull to make a cone shape then sew in place on face. With black wool add whiskers and embroider nose.

Sew the tail into place on body around bottom height on the back of the body

Using black and white wool embroider the eyes in place.
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Materials needed to make your very own Vicar


Oddments of double knit wool (about 25gm/ 1/2 oz of each)


(Brown, pink, black, yellow)


Approx. 2oz Stuffing


Pair of 3mm (size 11) knitting needles


A large holed sewing needle


Can be made with less than 25grms of each colour of wool


Finished Vicar measures approx. 7” / 18cm
